NMI is a direct line for missions in the local church and has often been described as “the face of mission in the local
church.” In every sense of the word, NMI is the denomination’s organizational representative, dedicated to the
cause of world evangelization. While other departments also support missions, it is the distinctive task of NMI to
bring each mission area into the local church in such a vital way that every Nazarene will be glad to be a part of
global outreach, spreading the good news of full salvation (holiness) to the ends of the earth. NMI provides the
infrastructure, the spiritual dynamic vehicle, whereby the local church is mobilized in mission. Nazarene Missions
International (NMI) is the organization for mobilizing the local church in missions in the Church of the
Nazarene and the denomination’s representative for missions on the district and in the local church.

What is the Purpose of NMI?

- The first is PRAYER. NMI gathers believers together for prayer in the local church, linking us to our 
brothers and sisters in Christ across the globe.

- The second is the WORLD EVANGELISM FUND, which fuels the Church of the Nazarene’s mission by 
combining gifts from each person and church to fund ministries everywhere.

- Through the ALABASTER OFFERING, the third emphasis, ministries around the world receive funds to purchase 
property and buildings.

- The fourth is to ENGAGE CHILDREN AND YOUTH through education and fostering calls to missions.

- CARE & CONNECTION is the last area of emphasis, strategically connects Nazarene missionaries and Nazarene 

churches through prayer, personal contact, and generous giving.
